A. Elections Committee – Solicitation for nominations went out to the membership. Deadline for nominations is November 24, 2025.

VII	Old Business
A. OCEANS 27 — The invoice from Dena’ina Center for $5,000 to hold the conference dates was paid. This is a loan that will be paid back when the conference organizing committee is up and running. The Dena’ina Center contract is being reviewed. Bob will meet with OES members after November 17th. OES members are needed for General and Finance Chairs. Bob will work with Nolan on soliciting volunteers for the local organizing committee.
B. Website Updates — Mitch is now updating the Home page and fixing broken links and content. These include corrections to the Officers page, adding Calendar and eNotices in blog format. The next  step is to reorganize the menus to allow for posting additional content such as Conferences, Classes, Awards, Scholarships, Meetings, Policies & Archives. D. Student Branch Engagement — The Xtreme programming contest was held at UAA on October  24-25 with 19 participants proctored by Pradeeban. Support for Xtreme programming was previously approved for a maximum of 42 participants with a food budget not to exceed $1,000.
